 The two-year cy-
cle for election of officers 
for the Labor Council is 
here again.  Nominations 
will be opened at the No-
vember delegates meet-
ing and the election will 
be held at the December 
delegates meeting.  Nom-
inations may be reopened 
at any time prior to the 
election by a majority 
vote. 
 The following are 
the rules that govern the 
nomination and election 
process:   
 
ARTICLE VI –  
OFFICERS 
 
Section 1.  The officers of 
the Central Labor Council 
shall consist of a Presi-
dent, Financial Secretary 
Treasurer, Recording 
Secretary, Executive Vice 
President and seven 
Trustees, who together 
shall constitute the Exec-
utive Board of the Central 
Labor Council.  In addi-
tion, five other Vice Presi-

dents from five different 
internationals/nationals 
shall be elected. 
 
Section 2. Established 
AFL-CIO Constituency 
Groups in the Central La-
bor Council’s geographic 
boundary may appoint a 
representative to the Ex-
ecutive Board.  Where 
there are no Constituency 
Groups, the Executive 
Board shall have the abil-
ity to appoint up to three 
additional board members 
after each election for 
purposes of diversity.  
Their terms shall expire at 
the same time as the oth-
er Executive Board mem-
bers.   
 
Section 3. (a) Each of-
ficer, at the time of the 
election or appointment 
and al all times during the 
term of office, shall be a 
duly accredited delegate 
and member of their affili-
ated organization.  If the 
officer ceases to be a del-
egate, the office held shall 
become vacant immedi-
ately and a special elec-
tion as elsewhere provid-
ed for in this constitution 

shall be held to fill the va-
cancy.   
 
                  (b) No individ-
ual shall be eligible to 
serve as an officer of; 
member of the Executive 
Board or committee or 
other governing body of; 
or as a delegate from, or 
representative, agent or 
employee of this Central 
Labor Council who con-
sistently pursues politics 
and activities directed to-
ward the achievement of 
the program or purposes 
of authoritarianism, totali-
tarianism, terrorism and 
other forces that suppress 
individual liberties and 
freedom of association.  
No person shall be eligi-
ble to serve in any of the 
aforementioned capaci-
ties who holds a salaried 
position or any other posi-
tion of administrative or 
executive authority in a 
union, or any subordinate 
branch of a union, which 
has been suspended 
from, is unaffiliated with or 
has disaffiliated from the 
AFL-CIO.

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                 (c) In accordance with 
the AFL-CIO Ethical Practices 
Code, no person who is convict-
ed of any felony involving the in-
fliction of grievous bodily injury, 
any crime of dishonesty or any 
crime involving abuse or misuse 
of such person’s position, or em-
ployment in a labor organization 
or an employee benefit fund shall 
serve as an officer or managerial 
employee of the Central Labor 
Council.   
 
Section 4. The term of office 
shall be two years and each of-
ficer shall hold office until a suc-
cessor has been elected and in-
stalled.   
 
Section 5. Not more than two 
delegates from the same local 
union, nor more than four dele-
gates from the same National or 

International Union, shall be eligi-
ble to hold office at the same 
time.  The president and secre-
tary-treasurer shall be from differ-
ent international unions. 
 
ARTICLE VII – ELECTION AND 
VACANCIES 
 
Section 1. The election shall be 
held at the regular meeting in the 
month of December in odd-
numbered years.  Nominations 
shall be opened at the meeting in 
the preceding month and may be 
reopened at any time prior to the 
election by majority vote.  The 
election shall not be postponed 
except for absence of a quorum 
or by order of the AFL-CIO.  A 
postposed election shall be held 
at the first succeeding regular 
meeting with due notice being 
given all affiliated organizations, 
or as may be directed by the AFL
-CIO.  An election committee 

shall be appointed by the Presi-
dent at the meeting prior to nomi-
nations. 
 
Section 2. Installation of officers 
shall be held at the conclusion of 
the election, except that officer-
elect who is unavoidably absent 
shall be installed at the earliest 
possible meeting following the 
election or may be given the obli-
gation at a meeting of the Execu-
tive Board.   
 
Section 3. The election for un-
contested offices may be by ac-
clamation.  The election for con-
tested offices shall be held by per 
capita roll call vote.  It shall re-
quire a plurality to elect.  The 
seven candidates for Trustee and 
nine officers receiving the great-
est number of votes shall be de-
clared elected.
