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Unions Submit Historic Number of Comments
to U.S. DOL to Support Apprenticeships

Labor unions and our al-
lies came together to support
union apprenticeship programs
and defend the building and con-
struction trades gold-standard of
job training. 317,814 comments
were submitted to the U.S. De-
partment of Labor to keep
IRAPS (industry-recognized ap-
prenticeship programs) out of the
construction industry. This is the
greatest number of comments
ever received by the Department
of Labor.

Union members from
across the movement, teachers,
civil servants, healthcare work-
ers and so many more of our sis-
ters and brothers lent their voic-
es in solidarity to this cause. For
over 80 years, the Registered
Apprenticeship model has
served the construction industry
and entire communities well by
providing safe, structured learn-
ing environments where men
and women from all walks of life
can learn a trade and provide for
their families with middle class
sustaining careers. IRAPs will
not provide any of that but will
instead only serve to advance a
race to the bottom and under-
mine the safety and financial se-
curity of hard-working families.

The North  American
Building Trades issued the fol-
lowing statement:

WASHINGTON - Tues-
day, August 27, 2019 — A united
front of business officials, labor
leaders and nearly 325,000
Americans have made history by
submitting the greatest number
of comments ever received by
the Department of Labor (DOL),
all in opposition to the proposed
DOL rule that would cut wages
and destroy jobs in a dangerous
economic experiment.

North America’s Building
Trades Unions’ President Sean
McGarvey issued the following
statement marking the end of the
formal comment period on the
DOL’s proposed rule to dramati-
cally alter the nation’s appren-
ticeship system with a new pro-
posal known as Industry Recog-
nized Apprenticeship Programs
(IRAPs):

“This historic number of
nearly 325,000 comments sub-
mitted by working men and wom-
en across the United States,
makes it clear that construction
workers don’t want the federal
government to cut wages and
destroy jobs in a dangerous eco-
nomic experiment. The mes-
sage from Michigan to Florida,
from Pennsylvania to New Mexi-
co was absolutely clear: they
don’t want the swamp to under-
mine their standard of living and
the opportunity for future genera-
tions to realize the American
Dream. These Americans voted
for job creation, not lower wages.
They voted to end the special
interests’ grip on government.
They voted to strengthen com-
munities long forgotten, not put
public safety at risk. Though the
comment period on this major
rule occurred in the middle of the

summer vacation season and no
customary extensions to the time
for fiing comments were grant-
ed, this historic engagement by
working families should remind
those in the White House and
the Department of Labor who are
pursuing their own, narrow, ideo-
logical agenda that the voting
public is now on high alert and
will be watching as this proposal
develops.

“‘Our members do not
stand alone. Through this com-
ment period, contractors, indus-
try leaders, project owners, edu-
cators, safety and training pro-
fessionals, investors, community
advocates, faith leaders, envi-
ronmental stewards, veterans,
State Apprenticeship Agencies
and overwhelming bipartisan
majorities in Congress have spo-
ken in one voice: IRAP’s have
no place in the construction in-
dustry. For over 80 years, the
Registered Apprenticeship mod-
el has served the construction
industry and entire communities
well by providing safe, structured
learning environments where
men and women from all walks
of life can learn a trade and pro-
vide for their families with middle
class sustaining careers. Those
who truly know and advocate on
behalf of the construction indus-
try understand that IRAPs will
not provide any of that but will
instead only serve to advance a
race to the bottom and under-
mine the safety and financial se-
curity of hard-working families.

“While the American peo-
ple were going about their daily
lives, working hard and trying to

enjoy some time with their families over the
summer months, a politically and ideologically
motivated attack surfaced, and they responded.
Moreover, while they have made their views
clear on IRAP’s, they remain concerned about
negative signals from the current regime of the
Department of Labor led by Acting Secretary
Pat Pizzella and Acting Assistant Secretary
John Pallasch at the behest of ideologically mo-
tivated special interest groups. To be sure,
whether they are in Wisconsin, Georgia, Minne-
sota or Missouri, as they learn more about this
and other proposed initiatives by these actors,
millions of great Americans are enraged and
engaged and will be watching both ends of
Pennsylvania Avenue closely to be sure the ide-
ologues do not prevail.”

Earlier this month FirstEnergy Solutions
announced it will accel-
erate the deactivation of
its remaining coal-
powered unit in Beaver
County, Pennsylva-
nia. Bruce Mansfield
Unit 3 will be deactivat-
ed on November 7,
2019. The previously .
communicated deacti-
vation date for the facili-
ty was June 1, 2021.

The Company
has been in discussions
with union leadership
and has committed to
honor the collective bar- s
gaining agreement, in-

cluding severance as applicable. Deactivation
activities should be completed by May 2020.

The status of the Beaver Valley Power
Station remains unchanged. Legislative efforts in
the spring were unsuccessful in reaching a solu-
tion to save Three Mile Is-
land near Harrisburg, and
the other eight remaining nu-
clear units in the
state. Three Mile Island will
cease operations later this
month. The Beaver Valley
units are currently slated for
deactivation in the spring
(unit 1) and fall (unit 2) of
2021.

Labor and the com-
pany continue to work to-
gether with local legislators
to prevent the premature de-
activation of these units.
