Now, thanks to each and
every one of you doing your part
to contribute to this fight, this bill
will now make its way to Presi-
dent Biden’s desk, where he is
expected to sign it into law with-
out delay.

With the passage of this

historic act, the USPS will fi-
nally be placed on a path to-
wards financial stability with
the repeal of the onerous and

financially debilitating pre-
funding mandate.

There will be other victo-
ries to celebrate as well. The
guarantee of six-day delivery,
Medicare integration, adding
much-needed transparency to
postal operations — all of these
reforms will ultimately save the
post office billions of dollars each
year, and make our jobs as post-
al workers more secure as a re-
sult.

This is a truly historic moment.

Let us remember today
the lesson at the heart of our un-
ion’s founding.

Everything we have, eve-
rything we’ve worn, and every-
thing we hope to win, depends
upon one thing: Solidarity.
